Acts 19:8-10, 23-27

the Way before the congregation, he left them, taking the disciples with him, and argued daily in the
lecture hall of Tyrannus. °This continued for two years, so that all the residents of Asia, both Jews and
Greeks, heard the word of the Lord.

disrepute but also that the temple of the great goddess Artemis will be scorned, and she will be
deprived of her majesty that brought all Asia and the world to worship her.’
