3. to another faith by the same Spirit,
4.to another gifts of healing by the one Spirit,
5. to another the working of miracles,
6. to another prophecy,
7.to another the discernment of spirits,
8. to another various kinds of tongues,
9.to another the interpretation of tongues.
All these are activated by one and the same Spirit,
who allots to each one individually just as the Spirit chooses.

1 Corinthians 12:27-13:2
Z'Now you are the body of Christ and individually members of it.
28And God has appointed in the church

1. first apostles, 2..second prophets,

3.third teachers; 4. then deeds of power,

5. then gifts of healing, 6. forms of assistance,

7. forms of leadership, 8. various kinds of tongues.

ZAre all apostles? Are all prophets? Are all teachers? Do all work miracles?
Do all possess gifts of healing? Do all speak in tongues? Do all interpret?
